To vote for a person whose name is not imprinted on this ballot write or stamp the name in the blank space which appears at the bottom of the column 
under the title of the office.
To vote on a proposal make a single cross ✘ mark or a single check ✔ mark in one of the squares contained in the box setting forth such proposal.
Any other mark or writing, or any erasure made on this ballot outside the voting squares or blank spaces provided for voting will void this entire ballot.

Enclose the sealed envelope bearing the Statement in the envelope 
addressed to the Board of Elections and mail promptly showing a 
cancellation mark of the United States Postal Service or a foreign country’s 
postal service, or showing a dated endorsement of receipt by another 
agency of the United States government or signed and dated by the voter 
and one witness thereto.
The ballot of the MILITARY VOTER must be received by the Board not 
later than the close of polls on election day or be postmarked not later 
than the day before election and received at the Board not later than 
seven days after a primary or special election and not later than thirteen 
days following the day of a general election to be cast and counted.

Do not overvote. If you select a greater number of candidates than there are vacancies to be filled, your ballot will be void for that public office or party posititon.
If you tear, or deface, or wrongly mark this ballot, call the Board of Elections at (518-761-6456) for instructions on how to obtain a new ballot. Do not attempt to 
correct mistakes on the ballot by making erasures or cross outs. Erasures or cross outs may invalidate all or part of your ballot. Prior to submitting your ballot, if 
you make a mistake in completing the ballot or wish to change your ballot choices, you may obtain and complete a new ballot. You have a right to a replacement 
ballot upon return of the original ballot.

8. The ballot of the ABSENTEE VOTER must be received before the close of the polls on election day or have a postal cancellation mark of the United States Postal 
Service or a foreign country’s postal service, or showing a dated endorsement of receipt by another agency of the United States government, with a date which is 
not later than the day before election and received by such Board of Elections not later than seven days following the day of election to be cast and counted.

PROPOSAL NUMBER ONE, AN AMENDMENT

Amendment to section 1 of article 14 of the Constitution, in relation to the use of certain forest preserve lands by National Grid to 
construct a 46 kV power line along State Route 56 in St. Lawrence County.
The proposed amendment would authorize the Legislature to convey up to six acres of forest preserve land along State Route 56 
in St. Lawrence County to National Grid for construction of a power line.  In exchange, National Grid would convey to the 
State at least 10 acres of forest land in St. Lawrence County, to be incorporated into the forest preserve.  The land to be 
conveyed by National Grid to the State must be at least equal in value to the land conveyed to National Grid by the State.  Shall 
the proposed amendment be approved?
