Veterans Tax Exemption Deadline is March 1st, 2013 

� 15% - Wartime/non-combat (to include Cold War Vets between 9/2/1945-12/26/1991) 
� An additional 10% - Combat Vets 
� Another additional % = 1/2 of your VA disability (maximum 50%).  Note:  If your disability has 

increased over the last year you will need to update that information with your assessor to 
receive the appropriate additional exemption percentage.  

 
On-the-Job & Apprenticeship Training Programs:  Both on-the-job (OJT) and apprenticeship 
training programs are available for Veterans using their VA education benefits, including the Post-
9/11 GI Bill. These programs allow Veterans to learn a trade or skill through training on the job 
participation rather than attending formal classroom instruction. A Veteran generally enters into a 
training contract for a specific period with an employer or union, and at the end of the training 
period, the Veteran gains job certification or journeyman status. 
 

VOW To Hire Heroes Act:  The Veterans Opportunity to Work (VOW) to Hire Heroes Act of 2011, 
provides seamless transition for Servicemembers, expands education and training opportunities for 
Veterans, and provides tax credits for employers who hire Veterans with service-connected 
disabilities.

Military Burial for Same-Sex Spouse:  A retired Air Force officer has been given permission to 
bury the ashes of her same-sex partner in a military cemetery in Oregon. Nancy Lynchild, who died 
of cancer just before Christmas, will be the first homosexual military spouse to be buried in a national 
cemetery, The (Portland) Oregonian reported Thursday. Linda Campbell, 66, who retired as a 
lieutenant colonel in the Air Force Reserves in 1994, said she and Lynchild will get what her parents 
did: burial in the same grave in Willamette National Cemetery.
