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agriculture conditions have changed because of increased amounts of land
development in Warren County that presents a need for erosion and sediment
control planning and water quality management on the non-point water
pollution source known as urban runoff, now, therefore, be it

BEO0LVED, that in order to meet current needs, the Warren
County Board of Supervisors assigns additional responsibility and designates
the Warren County Soil and Water Conservation District as the local planning,
management and implementation agency to protect the State's water resources
from non-point pollution sources related to urban runoff, agriculture,

construction, forestry, mined land, roadbanks, and streambanks.
