Goals:  

• To reduce incidence of rabies in Warren County 
• To educate and inform Warren County residents on rabies prevention 
• To prevent spread of rabies from wildlife to the domestic animal population 
• To monitor and manage human exposures to rabies 
• To communicate and coordinate activities with other collaborating 

agencies 
Functions: 

• Provide outreach and education to the community. 
• Rabies vaccination clinics for animals 
• Rabies pre and post exposure vaccination for humans 
• Authorize and facilitate quarantine and/or rabies testing of suspect 

animals to rule out potential exposures. 
• Receive and manage animal bite reports and possible rabies exposures.
